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When my son was growing up, he was a great fan of the Redwall series of
books by author Brain Jacques. Each year, the characters had a feast during
which they gave a name to that year. | think our name for 2022 should be
“The Year of Cancellations.”

We lost our main fundraising event, the Potomac Jazz & Seafood Festival
Weekend, due to the unprecedented flooding at Colton’s Point. We then lost
the annual Blessing of the Fleet due to torrential rains and winds. Then, one
day, the St. Clement’s Island Water Taxi had its best single day attendance

ever, followed by what ended up being a multi-day stretch of cancelled cruise
days due to severe weather issues. Similarly due to hazardous weather
conditions, we had to cancel at least one Dinner & a Cruise event.

And yet, we were able to keep going and make it through another year. On
a positive note, we did bring on three new senior staff members as well

as some new Museum Assistants, all of whom have added a great deal of
energy to our operations. We also expanded our great relationship with the
Unified Committee for Afro-American Contributions (UCAC) and partnered
with them on a series of events at the U.S. Colored Troops Interpretive
Center, located in a restored historic flattops structure in Lexington Park.

Let's hope for smooth sailing ahead for 2023 as we continue to grow!
