Airport Advisory Board Meeting
22 June 2020 Minutes

The Airport Advisory Board (AAB) commenced its 22 June meeting at 6:03pm at the Airport Terminal with a
telephonically conferenced meeting per County direction due to the COVID pandemic.

A quorum of the Airport Advisory Board were present or on the call: Jim Alexander (Chair), Bob Lightstone (Vice
Chair), Ted Klapka (Secretary), Carrie Kelly, Bob Zaorski and Alternate Gerry Meyerman. John Deatrick and Allison
Swint (Airport Manager) represented Department of Public Works & Transportation (DPWT). Four members of the
airport business community were on the call.

Chairman’s Report: The Chairman noted this meeting was being held telephonically in accordance with the County’s
Public Meeting Agency policy. The Commissioners of St Mary’s County approved the AAB submitted Airport Rules,
Minimum Standards and Standard Operating Procedures on 16 June 2020. No public comments were received by the
CSMC. The Rules documents go into effect on 1 July 2020, with the Ramp Tiedown Fee increase being deferred to 1
January 2021. Albert Babcock and Gerry Meyerman’s appointment to the Board expire 30 June but are expected to be
extended for another term.

DPWT Report: Taxiway Alfa is now open to both runway ends but some construction still continues in the Runway 29
threshold area to complete final grooming and drainage. The Taxiway lighting is still in work. A new airport diagram
with the renamed turnoffs from the runway to Taxiway Alfa is in progress. The turnoffs will be named A1, A2, ...etc.
An FAA Grant of $69K has been received due to the Coronavirus Aid, Relief. and Economic Security (CARES) Act and
the County Commissioners will hold a hearing on 7 July to determine what to fund with that Grant. The County now has
a 2W6 Facebook page, https://www.facebook.com/StMarys2 W6/.

FBO Report: 100LL Fuel is being sold at cost, $3.89/gallon. S.Hunt Aero expects to break ground in about a month for
another 12,000 sq ft hangar behind the ASEC hangar.

50" Anniversary Committee Report: Many anniversary events are now being held virtually or at a distance due to the
pandemic. The EAA VMC club is now held virtually. EAA Chapter will be holding an open hangar event for airport
tenants on 27 June. A Fly-In Farmers Market will again be held at arms length on 12 July.

The 24 February Meeting Minutes had been previously approved via email on 4/20/20. The Action Items were updated
and are attached. The Chairman emphasized that the action items are the primary work of the AAB and identifying and
resolving issues should be the Board’s focus.

New Business: The Airport Innovation District Final Report was briefly discussed and there was some concern that the
Innovation District Report could conflict with the Airport Master Plan. John Deatrick indicated DPWT would develop a
Plan of Action and Milestones for the extension or renewal of the Airport Master Plan and associated documents. One
participant asserted that there are situations that conflict with the Federal Aviation Regulations that would preclude St.
Mary’s County Airport from being able to support commercial airline service despite a lengthened runway. A member
indicated that he had spoken with Maryland Aviation Administration and MAA indicated that there were no such
restrictions. At this point in time it is unclear if there are, or are not, restrictions that might preclude commercial airline
service in the future. The Innovation District report is available at
