1836 lighthouse tower, Keeper's Quarters, and Potomac River Maritime Exhibit.

Regular admission rates apply. The final tour of the lighthouse tower, Keeper's Quarters, and
Potomac River Maritime Exhibit will begin at 7:15 p.m. Summer Solstice extended hours will
conclude at 8 p.m.

Admission is $7 for adults; $3.50 for children ages 618, seniors, and military personnel; and free
for children ages 5 and under.
